Vintage report

The season started with an opening water allocation of 2%. Early
indications just after the start of Chardonnay flowering was that bunch
numbers were high, but an extreme heat wave in November did a lot of
damage to the bunches, with some varieties such as Cabernet Sauvignon
that were flowering at the time being severely affected. There were some
cases where there was no fruit set at all due to the heat. It would appear
that this heat and the water restrictions affected all crops as berry size was
small which meant lower than normal crops.

Apart from a couple of rain events which did not do any damage, the
weather for the rest of the season was almost perfect, with no extended
heat events during the ripening stages giving us a vintage which will
produce better than average quality.

Given the lower than average cropping levels and the low prices it has
been a very difficult year for all growers.

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Vintage overview

Overview of vintage statistics

The harvest from the Riverland was 333,600 tonnes in 2010, 16% below
the 2009 harvest. The total value of purchased grapes decreased almost
$50 million, with average purchase values for the major varieties all
dropping significantly. Shiraz, Cabernet Sauvignon and Chardonnay
decreased to all-time lows of $305, $303 and $211 per tonne respectively.

There were 126 hectares of new plantings in the Riverland in spring 2009
(including top-working and replacements) compared with 254 hectares in
the previous year. The amount of new planting has been declining for
several years, and in 2009 only represented less than 1% of the total area
planted. Most of the new plantings were in Cabernet Sauvignon and
Shiraz. The total area planted to vines in the Riverland has decreased by
almost 1,000 hectares compared with this time last year, which means that
removals were around 1,100 hectares.

The estimated production from the Riverland for 2011 is 423,000 tonnes
based on reasonable water allocations. The wineries’ committed intake is
around 378,000 tonnes, so there is likely to be 45,000 tonnes of surplus
fruit.

By 2015, assuming an improvement in water allocations and growing
conditions but taking into account the small decline in planted area, the
estimated production is 427,000 tonnes, of which 76% (324,000 tonnes) is
already under contract or winery grown fruit. This leaves over 100,000
tonnes as yet uncommitted.

Across the state, assuming "normal" growing conditions, there is expected
to be a 278,000 tonne surplus compared with demand in 2015 (see State
Summary section).
